5) Stay Safe: 

· Safeguarding quarterly report: There has been an increase of Children with plans, this could be due to the Baby P effect.  There was a reassurance that every child does have a designated social worker, There may be impact on other preventative services we need to understand the knock on effect especially in the light of commissioning.  

· A report on the data for social care safeguarding.  If anyone is interested in this information please contact Doreen and she will e-mail specific reports.  It looks like Barnsley is doing well with regard to the indicators.   

· Laming Report.  People where reminded that an Action Planning Workshop was planned for Friday 24th July.   

6) Be Healthy: 

· Breast Feeding Policy was formally asked to be signed by the TEG

· An extension to the Breast Feeding Policy was the Baby Friendly initiative into educational establishments   TEG supported this extension

· NHS Commissioning Framework was brought tot the TEG for their information.  The Framework has been completed and signed off by the relevant authorities.  This is a huge document that sets out the NHS priorities over the next 2-3 years.  In year three this will be refreshed and priorities will be looked at again.  It does not encompass all of the work that is undertaken by health services in Barnsley or the partnership work that happens and it does not set out what service will be commissioned or the processes used by the Barnsley Health Services (Gill Stansfield is the main contact for this area of work).  There are three key areas:  1) People Empowered, 2) focus on ensuring commissioned services are of a high quality.  3)  Key programmes to prevent early death from CVD & Cancer. 

· If anyone would like a copy of this very large document please let Doreen know and she will e-mail it to you.  

· Dg asked if they used the SCMS system.  Gill replied that they use the NHS procurement Guidance Toolkit and a national procurement portal  for commissioning services, they also advertise locally for any services required 

· Quality assurance will be a big part of this commissioning strategy.   Quality should be part of the whole process, How we measure the quality of the services that are being commissioned will be an integral part of the whole process.  There should be monthly/quarterly reviews.  All providers should be compliant with all safeguarding procedures
· Govt Office representative asked what values where underpinning the strategy and if the tackle anti-bullying principles.  Quality Impact Assessments will be made and Sue Hare also spoke about the Voice & Influence Framework of Standards that Barnsley have developed over the years.  
7) Performance Management: 

· Progress against Teenage pregnancy Action plan Richard Hart spoke to the report that was attached to the minutes.  They are currently monitoring how well they are achieving using a Self Assessment Toolkit.  The data shows that there is a slight increase in teenage pregnancies and the teenage conception rate in Barnsley is still higher than the national average.  There is now a local Area Agreement target for reducing teenage conceptions.  

· Risk areas identified are:

· Number of new contacts for young people under 19 (CASH)

· Proportion of repeat pregnancies and abortions under 18

· Establish a centralized booking system for borough wide contraceptive and sexual health services

· Number of CASH services on school site

· Number of CASH services in a college setting

· There is an increase of sexual activity in under 16 girls – promote Sex, Drugs and Alcohol resource pack to key agencies in school and non school settings and set up a further 2 days training. (Richard was asked if he felt that teachers would have the freedom/skills to deliver this training as part of the core curriculum. Richard said that the quality of the teaching would be fine.  College will be developing interesting models.   

· Review and update over arching sexual health marketing and communications strategy and strengthen links with alcohol, substance misuse and other health and well-being related issues

· Pilot a range of contraceptive and sexual health services as part of the Barnsley You’re Welcome Project Group and include a mystery shopping exercise for young people as part of the service evaluation.
· Healthy Weight Strategy: The papers for the healthy weight strategy and action plan are available for those who require it.  The timescales have slipped slightly.  They want to make sure that the consultation has reflected all groups.  The existing Children’s Healthy Weight Action Plan is used to inform the commission of weight management services during the interim period and NHS Barnsley commissioned 12 month programme with the improvement Foundation Tackling Obesity through Community and Clinical Engagement’ is used as a framework for taking the work forward in 3 communities of high obesity prevalence. 

· Pooled Budgets:  Joshua Amahwe gave an update of the pooled budgets 2009. There was an underspend but this has been carried forward to this year.  There was an issue with the school nursing commissioning.  There was also some concern about the implications of the Swine flu epidemic for this budget.  

· Comprehensive Area Assessment Three major areas include:  Improving Educational Achievements, CAMHS & NEETs some challenges and concerns include:  Closing gaps, BME attainment and educational outcomes for children in the care, Teenage Pregnancy, Child Poverty (this is a huge agenda), 1st time entrance in the Youth Justice System.  
· (Joint Improvement Support Plan:  JISP – Richard Hart talked to this point with the Teenage pregnancy action plan)  

8) Strategic Developments

· Sharon Cooke gave feedback on the Well being developments.  Locality Champions have now been allocated to all 10 well being areas, Well being teams are just being formed.  Sharon was asked what the structure would look like.  There was some concern that the decision to have 10 areas rather than 9 was taken unilaterally and this has caused some concerns for the larger partners to re-arrange their services.  There are also some concerns about how the specialist borough wide services can fit into the structure. We also need to ensure that the Adult provision is also linked into the Well being areas in the future.   Sharon agreed to do some work on the developments for the well being teams for the next meeting.  

Any Other Business:  

· One item of AOB was discussed:  Do we need a longitudinal research study to measure the impact of the changes that we are making?  C for EO website was mentioned as a website that has brought a large range of research together, mainly covering the early years and sure start agenda but this does give a lot of information that could be used for future research projects.

Thank you for making a pledge to become involved in the Challenge and Change work around Child Poverty at the conference in May.





I wanted to keep you all up to date with progress to date. Since the conference a task group has been meeting to evaluate the information collected (note from James in the VAB Participation Team - I can forward this information to you via email, please contact me if you require this).  This information is to be presented to the Barnsley Leadership Team and discussions are taking place about setting up a Strategic Child Poverty Group to help drive this work forward.





Work is also underway by colleagues in Welfare Rights to launch a “Quid’s for Kids” campaign in Barnsley over the next couple of months.  This scheme will target families on benefits and low incomes to offer help in ensuring that they are in receipt of all of the benefits/tax credits they are entitled to.  Nationally it is estimated that this scheme will help raise 400,000 children out of poverty.





Your involvement in the work around tackling Child Poverty is invaluable, so I will keep you up to date about these and other programs and how we can all be involved in driving this forward.
