Right to Control - Government response to the consultation 


Many people were involved with the Right to Control as we developed the policy and ran our consultation exercise on the Trailblazers through the summer of last year.  The consultation exercise concluded on 30 September and the Government’s response to the consultation has been published.


The attached link will take you to the Right to Control pages of the Office for Disability Issues website, where from 8 December 2009 it has been possible to view and download the Government response in both Standard and Easy Read format.


This document is based on the responses that were submitted to the 17 questions asked in the consultation.  We would like to thank all the people, organisations, service providers, local authorities and Third Sector organisations that provided responses to the consultation; with your help we are a step closer to improving the choice and control disabled people have over their support needs.
